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GUIDELINES FOR ASSISTED PLACES
We believe that our projects should be open to all. If you are a Greater Manchester resident and you are unable to pay the full amount to join the Young People’s Theatre Workshop, then we would encourage you to apply for an assisted place. 
To apply, all you need to do is fill in the attached ‘Assisted Place Request Form’ and return it to us at the Theatre. 

On your form, please tell us which group you would like to join (drama, directing, writing or design) and how much financial support you think you will need to take part in the project – this means letting us know how much you can afford to pay. You can also let us know if it would help you to pay in stages throughout the project rather than up-front. 
We then need some brief details about why you need financial support. 
Unfortunately, we can not guarantee everybody who makes a request a place in the group. If we receive more requests than there are places available, then we will have to make a selection based on keeping a balance of males and females and of people from different Greater Manchester districts in the group, and according to need. We will let you know whether or not we can offer you  a place in the group by Monday 6th September.

Please make sure you get your form back to us by Monday 30th August. Unfortunately, we won’t be able to consider any requests made after that date.
